Two things that stand out in respect of educational planning need

to be specified here. One is the direction and thrust of Indian Planning
and the kind of economic systein which has been established in India.
The second is the impact it has had on priorities and policies pertaining
to education. In terms of social and economic policies, the main thrust
of development has been more or less, the continuence of what had been

happening right from the nineteenth century onwards. Instead of

. colonialism, we now have neo-colonialism.

Enclaves of urban progress (with all the injustice it signifies) have

been growing while the countryside has been left more or less as it was.
This is not to suggest that no changes have taken place in the countryside :

the agrarian situation has uhdergone many notable changes. However

‘the net outcome has been the emergence and consolidation of middle
peasantry, and little more, in certain parts of the country. Even today
40 percent of the Indian population is unable to get two square meals
a day. Notwithstanding this, there has been remarkable spurt in educational

sector.

One can safely surmise that around half of those who are enrolled

in colleges are interested only in carrying on with ‘studies’ because they

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have nothing better to do. In plain words, colleges are twqing with students

because the country has failed to generate enough jobs for those passing
out of schools. Seeking admission in colleges is thus a way of disguising
unemployment. Availability of this relatively respectable outlet is regarded
as preferable to open unemployment. (
