Humanistic Psycholoéy, proposed by Rogers and Maslow, is the strongest
advocate of human free will, arguing that we are able to direct our
lives towards self-chosen goals. It can be seen in humanistié based
thei’apies, where the terms client and facilitator are used to indicate
the volunfary nature of the .situation, and the idea that the individual
has the power to solve their own problems through insight.
On the other hand Cognitive Psychology appears to adopt a soft
determinism view considering prbblem solving and attentional
" mechanism as the ‘choosers’ of thought and behaviour. While it seems
that we select what we pay attention to, these mechanism operate with
the parameters of their innate capacities and our past experience (Just
as a computer cannot choose to do something it was not programmed
for) e.g. perceptual set, suggests that we are not free to choose what
we see. |
The majority of approaches in psycholdgy adopt a fairly strict

deterministic view of human behaviour. Behaviourism, for example, holds
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that learning from the environment ‘writes upon the blank slate of our
mind at bii'th_’ to cause behaviour. Skinner argued that free will is
completely an illusion created by our complexity of learning. Whereas
Psychoanalysis took the vievé of unconscious deterrﬂinism. Biological
approaches look at the deterministic influence of genetics in comparison
of sociologists who focus on evolutionary determinism. |
