Humanism, psychoanalysis and social learning theory differ from one another
in their views of the basic nature of human being and of society. One school of
thought holds that people possess a positive inborn drive to grow and improve.
Instead of being born evil, human are born basically good. Another school of thought
is of the opinion that humans as neutral at birth, having the potential to learn to be
either good or bad. All three theories, however, believe that we internalize society’s
standards of what is desirable, moral and guide our behaviour accordingly. Freud
spoke of the conscience and ego ideal of the superego, Bandura used the concept of
self-regulation, and Rogers spoke in terms of the ideal self. Although they differ in
important ways, these are highly similar ideas about why we tend to obey the rules
and standard of society. Psychology was born in a state of disagreement — remember,
there were many different “founders” — and we always have to live with

disagreements. There is difference in human nature and therefore disagreements
are to be expected.
