What proves still more conclusively that economic distress does not
have the aggravating influence often attributed to it, is that it tends
rather to produce the opposite effect. There is wvery little suicide in
Ireland, where the peasantry leads so wretched a life, poverty stricken
Calabria  has almost no suicides, Spain has a tenth as many as
France. Poverty may even be considered a protection. In the wvarious
French departments the more people there are who have independent
means, the more numerous are suicides.
If therefore industrial or financial crisis increases suicides, this is not
because they cause poverty, since the crisis of prosperity have the same
result; it is because they are crisis, that is disturbances of the collective
order. Every disturbance of equilibrium, even though it achieves greater
comfort and a heightening of greater vitality, is an impulse to voluntary
death. Whenever serious readjustments take place in the social order,
whether or not due to a sudden growth or to an unexpected catastrophe,
men are more inclined to self-destruction.
