After 1980 the Court has changed its direction to securing the rights of citizens
from arbitrary actions of the executive and creating a human rights jurisdiction
by an enlarged meaning of Article 14 (the right to equality) and Article 21
(the right to life and personal freedom). Between them the court has for all
practical purposes introduced the “due process provision” in the Indian
Constitution in such matters.
In the so-called public interest litigations (PILs) the court freely decrees rules
of conduct for Government and public authorities which are akin to legislation
and oversees their working. To give a few examples : the court in the interest
of clean environment has ordered and supervised the use of clean fuel for
vehicles in New Delhi: it has framed schemes of admission in educational
institutions throughout India, and made the right to education into a
fundamental right from a directive of state policy, and made guidelines to
be adopted by public institutions for controlling sexual harassment of women
in workplaces.
The jurisdictional peg on which it is done so is that such matters affect “the
life” of the citizen under Article 21 of the Constitution. Its justification is

that the other branches of Government have failed or are indifferent to the
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solution of the problems. In such matters, the Court is acting in advance of
the political branches of the Government.

By and large such orders have been considered necessary and welcomed by
the public, but the question which arises is—Can judges ignore the separation
of powers in the Constitution and become administrators, and do they have
the competence to make policy choices and run administration ? Legislatures
and Government can be made accountable for their legislation and actions
by the electorate if they err....
